
SHILLINGSTONE PARISH COUNCIL
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT

7.30 PM ON THURSDAY 4th JULY 2019 IN THE CHURCH CENTRE, SHILLINGSTONE

PRESENT: Councilors M Webberley, L Gasson, P Aaron, R Acton, R McNamara, R White; Clerk D Green; in addition, there were 5 members of the public in attendance.
438.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Received from Cllrs Kennard, Ridout.
439. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
440. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING: The minutes of the meeting held on 6th June 2019 were approved.
441. MATTERS ARISING: 

The Chairman confirmed that grass stimming at the Church Centre had been completed.

442.  PUBLIC SESSION TO RAISE ISSUES 

Several residents of Honeysuckle Gardens raised the issue of parking at the entrance to Honeysuckle Gardens which they regard as a danger in terms of visibility along Hine Town Lane to those crossing the road and when emerging from the turning; they enquired as to whether the Recreation Ground car park could be opened to allow additional parking. The Chairman appreciated the residents’ concerns and noted that this was a problem throughout the village, but explained that this is a public road and would really be a matter for Highways to consider if a compliant was made, though they would be unlikely to introduce yellow lines or other measures.  The Chairman stated that the Recreation Ground car park is for users of the recreation ground only and it has to remain so.
The matter of additional dog waste bins on the Trailway was also raised. The Chairman explained that the Parish Council has enquired with the Trailway Trustees in relation to the possibility of siting an additional dog waste bin, though there is a cost to the service and this should not necessarily fall on the Parish Council which already pays for bin emptying. Cllr Gasson explained that the Trailway Trustees are a pressure group but the Trailway is in fact the responsibility of Dorset Council.

443. CO-OPTION 
The Council formally co-opted Richard White to Shillingstone Parish Council.
444. COUNTY COUNCILORS REPORT
There was no County Councilor present and no report had been received.

Cllr McNamara raised the issue of the ‘climate change emergency’ declared by Dorset County, and had attempted to identify any local measures that could be taken; Cllr McNamara noted that a ‘repairs café’ had been set-up in Blandford to facilitate the reuse of equipment; Cllr Gasson noted that the local church had declared ‘Eco-church’ status and was looking into recycling hard plastics that cannot be processed elsewhere. The Chairman noted that there was no explanation of where resources would come from to allow projects to be implemented, though there may be case for the Parish Council providing donated funds for worthwhile projects in the future.
445. FOOTPATH OFFICER REPORT
There was no Footpaths Officer present.
The matter of the additional dog waste bin on the Trailway at the bottom of the maizefield was discussed further. The Clerk has written to Scott Norman and Cllr Batstone of the Trailway Committee to enquire as to whether the Trailway could possibly fund the purchase and /or weekly collection of an additional bin. The Clerk advised that additional bins are £200 plus VAT each and the weekly collection charge is £4.80 plus VAT. The Clerk is awaiting a response from the Trailway Trustees. The Chairman stated that this is firstly a matter for Dorset County to consider with the trustees, though the Parish Council will reconsider the matter if a positive response is not received.

448. PLAY AREAS, RECREATION GROUND AND PROPERTY CHECK:

i) Litter picking
The Chairman expressed regret that Ian Kerr has advised that he will be giving up the litter-picking forthwith. The Clerk had asked Ian to explain which areas of the village had been covered by his service, but had not received a response. The Council resolved not to immediately seek a replacement service but to see how the situation evolves in the next few months and then review requirements.
The Clerk confirmed that the waste bin emptying service from DWP has commenced and appears to be operating well, but advised that DWP do not guarantee to empty bins on a specific day each week, only to empty bins at some point in the week.

ii) Pavilion

The Chairman noted that the Pavilion was in a very clean and orderly condition.

The Clerk confirmed that Dorset Wet Rooms will be dealing with various holes in & around the Pavilion on 8th August on a day rate basis
iii) Play Area - Hine Town Lane Play area re-surfacing
The Chairman confirmed that the loan has been agreed by the Ministry of Housing, Communities & Local Government and subsequently approved by the Public Works Loan Board, and payment has been received.

Star Rubber have provisionally agreed to commence the work in week beginning 15th July, which will take about a week.

The Council inspected further samples of the Tigermulch surfacing material and chose ‘jungle jump’ for the surface colour.
iv) Village Noticeboard

The Chairman thanked Howard Povey for his work in voluntarily renovating the Parish Notice Board which was in very poor condition, and was pleased to award Howard a small sum in recognition of his work

v) Trees and hedges 

The Clerk noted the enquiry received from Janet and Keith Scowcroft regarding the hedge near the play area in the corner of the Recreation Ground, had sought quotes for the work, and has now appointed RS Gardening to complete hedging and clearing work on 24th July.
